Product Description:

The Deluxe Motorcycle Center Stand is designed to lift most motorcycles that have a double-cradle type frame
with a flat surface on the underside. This includes most all Harley Davidson, Suzuki, Honda, Yamaha, and
Kawasaki motorcycles. The Deluxe Center Stand incorporates adjustable heights for the ability to raise the

front or rear wheel off the ground for various types of motorcycles.

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Assembly Instructions:

Determine the preferred side, Right Side or Left Side (typical) to attach the Pivot Handle to the Center
Stand Base, using the Pivot Pin and Split Pin. NOTE: Pivot Handle may already be mounted to one
side.

Once the Pivot Handle is mounted, attach the Handle Extension to Pivot Handle. Ensure the inner
tube on Handle Extension is fully inserted into Pivot Handle’s outer tubing.

Secure Handle Extension to the Pivot Handle using the Knob Screw. Ensure to securely tighten.

Operation Instructions:

Lifting One Wheel

Locate motorcycle on a level, smooth surface area, suitable for lifting one wheel of motorcycle.

Adjust the Center Stand Top to the desired height, in order to lift the motorcycle wheel (front or back) to
no more than 3" to 5” off the ground. Use Ring Clips to secure Stand Top to the desired height
position.

Place Center Stand in upright position (Handle facing up) on either the Left or Right side of the
motorcycle, based on the location of the Handle Assembly. NOTE: Typically, it's more common to
position Stand on the same side (Left side) as the motorcycle’s side-stand.

With motorcycle resting on side-stand, stand to the side and face motorcycle. Place left hand on
motorcycle’s handlebar grip and the right hand on the Center Stand Handle.

Slide Center Stand under the motorcycle, being mindful to center the Stand to the motorcycle frame.

NOTE: Biasing the Center Stand towards the front or rear of motorcycle frame, will determine lifting the
front or rear wheel, based on the center of gravity.

While holding the motorcycle in the upright position, carefully apply downward pressure to the Center
Stand’s Handle until the Stand rotates to contact the motorcycle frame. CAUTION: Ensure the Center
Stand will clear any obstructions, such as exhaust pipes, etc.

Continue to apply downward pressure to rotate Center Stand until the motorcycle’s wheel begins to rise.
Ensure to keep Center Stand Handle assembly at a 90 degree position to Center Stand while lifting.

Continue to apply downward pressure to fully rotate Center Stand Handle all the way to the ground.

With motorcycle safely positioned on Center Stand, remove Handle Extension by loosening up Knob
Screw. CAUTION: Ensure the Pivot Handle maintains 90 degre e position to Center Stand at all
times.

Lowering & Removing Stand:

CAUTION: Ensure motorcycle’s side-stand is lowered into position!!

If removed, attach Handle Extension to Center Stand and tighten Knob Screw to secure. Ensure
Handle assembly is 90 degree position to Center Stand and motorcycle side-stand is lowered.

Hold motorcycle handlebar grip with left hand and the Center Stand with right hand and slowly and
carefully lift up on Center Stand Handle assembly, until motorcycle fully lowers to rest on side-stand.

Remove Center Stand from under motorcycle.
